Like most parents, my husband and I debated about what would be the best kindergarten option for our son. We felt very lucky that we were able to enroll him in 5K at Covenant, but being new to the school we really had no idea how fortunate we really were. Our son entered Covenant very shy, able to only write his first name in all caps and could not read a single word. The teachers at Covenant got him up to speed in no time, and their encouragement motivated him to achieve more than we had ever thought possible for a kindergarten. Fast forward one year later to first grade. Just two months into the school year, our son was reading at a second grade level and his teacher anticipates that he will be at the third grade level by the end of the year. Upon entering first grade his math skills were such that he was placed in advanced math classes. We are very proud of our son's academic progress, but what we are most appreciative of is the caring foundation that the teachers at Covenant made for all of their students. He has been recognized several times by his first grade teacher for sharing, being a good friend, and trying to assist his fellow classmates when they need help. The small classes create a comfort level that allows all of the children to form close bonds with one another.
